*** In order to do the proper record keeping, an email or signed note from a faculty member is required in or for Alec Widerski (main office) to issue any keys to an individual. Please indicate the room numbers for which keys should be issued.

Some other reminders about keys:

1. Grad students will be issued a #8 key as their building key. They key also opens the Berkowitz Room and the graduate student shared offices on the 5th and 6th floors.

2. Undergraduate students will be issued a #32 key as their building key , ONLY if a professor requests it. Please carefully consider whether your undergraduate students really need a building key prior to making such a request. Undergraduates students must then pay a key deposit at the Bursar’s office, 21 N Park and return the paid deposit stub, along with the signed faculty permission to Alec, in order to receive a key.

3. Keys must never be transferred from person to person, but should be returned to Alec. The primary person issued the key is responsible.
